July 14th, 2025
REGULAR MEETING

I. CALL TO ORDER: 7:07 pm Morris

II. ROLL CALL: In Attendance were Vicky Beers, Emery Fox, Dylan Holt, Roy Morris, Scott Smith, also present Christine Barnes, Derek Degranges NOT IN Attendance Brent McCoy and Wendell Peabody 

III. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE and PRAYER: Lead by Morris.

IV. GUEST COMMENTS: None

V. ADOPTION OF AGENDA: Beers Motioned, Smith 2nd, Smith adds under new business e. Fence on side of park, motion carried.

VI. TREASURER REPORT: Grosshans not in attendance, report includes the below read by Morris. Motion to accept Beers, 2nd Holt no further discussion, motion carried.
· Property Tax bills were mailed to residents and mortgage companies on June 28th. Payments have already started to come in. In person collection will have 2 dates in September.
· Requesting a motion to open a Union Bank account dedicated to taxes only. Motioned by Beers and 2nd Holt, Discussion includes Smith supporting the idea for clarity in the bank accounts. Motion also includes authority to forward the minutes to Union Bank, so signature cards and paperwork can be signed by Grosshans, Barnes and Morris. Motion carried.	
· The village website and email became inaccessible due to email notifications going to the old email address that no one on council has access to and are not being forwarded to council for action by the former clerk. The domain is now renewed for 5 years, and the contact information has been updated.
· In the General Account, two payments have been recorded under misc. revenue. The first is $23,658.76 from Eaton County for road disbursement. The second was the refund for overpayment by the village for the drain taxes for $8,019.54.
· On June 11,2025, the general account was charged $105.99 from Microsoft. Grosshans is still working to figure out what its pertaining to. The expense has been recorded to miscellaneous expenses.
· The village credit card bill for June totaled $1,785.63. The total includes a charge for the village office cell phone, a year of the cell phone bill, five years of domain renewal and the annual USPS mailbox rental. The bill also includes $225.37 in gas and oil for village equipment.

VII. APPROVAL OF BILLS: Information in the packets for the council to view in advance of meeting. A bill for Foster Swift for $1,022.91 added after the council packets were distributed. The bill details were available for review by the council with a new total of $21,212.61. Smith motioned to pay the bills; Beers 2nd motion carried.



VIII. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Barnes submitted minutes for June 9th, 2025, council meeting as a draft with the packets. Smith offered two corrections, to change the total pavilion roof and bathroom repainting project from $9818 to $2000 as motioned and correct the bench honoree to Becky Calabro. Beers motioned with corrections; Morris’s 2nd motion carried no further discussion.

IX. COMMITTEE REPORTS 
DPW Report: Desgranges was in attendance. His Report was given verbally. Beers motioned acceptance of report, Smith 2nd, motion carried, no further discussion.
· Most of the wellhouse upgrades approved in the budget have been completed. There remains one repair that will require a new valve shut off be replaced.
· Plumbers Environmental is coming 7/15 to clean, hydro jet and video the main connections on the main line.
· There are 4 or 5 trees we need to get bids on to remove on village property due to decay.
· A reminder that the Farmer’s Picnic is only four weeks away.
· Cameron Haight from Limitless detail will treat all 3 flower beds at the park for $660 before the picnic.
· The contractor completed sixty feet of sidewalk repairs on Jackson Street and because of minimum charges to complete work, also poured to pads for porta johns. 

WATER/SEWER REPORT: Strimback was not in attendance, report given by Morris. Motion to accept Morris, 2nd Beers, carried no further discussion.
· Payments are coming in as expected.

Clerk Report: Barnes was in attendance, no report.

X. OLD BUSINESS
      a.	Painting of old pavilion roof and bathroom building - Morris reports that the work will be done by council volunteers in the next couple of weeks.
      b. Bench on Dollar General path Morris reports the Mapes family would be honored to have the bench named after Becky Calabro. Morris to follow up and obtain correct spelling of name as directed by the family. The total cost of Poly Products is $928. Motion to approve for $1,000 Morris, 2nd Beers Discussion was had to determine the exact placement at another time, motion carried.
      c. Community Room roof bid Morris reports 42 North’s bid was 54k, Katz Roofing was 52k and Brook General was $28k.Morris to work with Grosshans to find the money in the budget and get approval for the project at a later date.
      d. Committee Assignments Morris reports he and Smith will take a final look at committees and ask for volunteers and assign committees to council members in August.
      e. Fence on the west side of the park. Smith reports he would like to amend his motion from June. Morris would like the village to accept the bid from Marks Fencing for $4,160 to complete a 4ft cyclone fence. Smith also motions for the DPW manager to take pictures of dangerous dilapidated fencing. Following documentation, the old wood fence will be removed and disposed of. Motion Smith, 2nd by Holt, motion carried.

XI. New Business
a. Ordinance to sell property to First and Main Morris reports receiving advice and legal documents from Foster Swift. These bills will be included in the final purchase price for the sale of the property. The letter of Intent from First and Main was read on the record as well as proposed ordinance 2025-1. Motion to adopt Ordinance 2025-1 with Resolution 1-2025 made by Morris, 2nd by Beers. Discussion for Barnes to publish in the County Journal, no further discussion, motion carried.
Motion by Morris to increase purchase price to up to 12k, 2nd Beers, discussion on all costs being captured in final sale price, motion carried.
